Qualification of Bidders

failing in that may lead to rejection of bid.

Changes in the Bidding

These
forms must be completed without any alterations to their
format, and no substitutes shall be accepted. All blank spaces
shall be filled in with the information requested,

2. All duties, taxes and other levies etc. payable by the bidder
under the Contract, or for.any other cause, shall be Excluded in
the rates and prices and the total bid price submitted by the
bidder. (As per Financial Bid)

3. The rates and prices quoted by the bidder shall remain fixed
and valid for the duration of the contract and would not be
subject to variation on any account.

4. All prices shall be quoted by the Bidder only in Indian Rupees.

Prior to the detailed evaluation of Technical bids, the ROCL,
Examination of Bids & Jaipur will determine whether each bid (i) meets the
Responsiveness of eligibility criteria; (ii) has been properly signed; (iii) is
Technical Proposal accompanied by the required securities; (iv) is substantially

responsive to the requirements of the bidding documents, for
the purpose of eligibility.

2. If a Technical Proposal is not substantially responsive it will
be rejected by the ROCL, Jaipur, conditional bids would be
deemed to be not substantially responsive, and shall be
rejected by ROCL,

3. A substantially responsive Technical proposal is one, which
conforms to all the terms, conditions and specifications of the
bidding documents

4. The Financial Bid cover shall be kept unopened and shall be
opened later on the date and time intimated to the bidders
who qualify in the evaluation of technical Bids.

The bid
process shall be considered valid even if there is one responsive
Bid, provided that: - the Bid is technically qualified; the price
quoted by the bidder is assessed to he reasonable; the Bid is
unconditional and complete in all respects; there are no
obvious indicators of cartelization amongst bidders; and the
bidder is qualified as per the provisions of pre-qualification /
eligibility criteria in the bidding document.
